2010 ANNUAL CONGREGATIONAL MEETING 
MINUTES OF BUSINESS MEETING

January 10, 2010

Call to Order—the meeting was called to order by Council Chair Wendy Westsmith at 11:40 AM.  (The meeting was conducted at the church in Price Hall during the second Sunday breakfast after most people had received their food.)

Opening Prayer—Pastor Andrew Headden gave the opening prayer.

Special Introduction—Chairperson Wendy called upon Pastor Bob Olmstead to introduce Jerry Smith, Methodist District Superintendent, who was received with a round of applause. 

The Family of God—Wendy directed the congregation’s attention to the powerpoint presentation prepared by Gina Jennings, which provided an insightful perspective of the life and people of Federated Church during the last year.
Report of the Nominating Committee—Wendy called upon Robin Stanley, representing the Nominating Committee, to present two items: 1) the proposed By-Law Change and 2) the recommended officers for the upcoming year.
Robin reviewed the current provisions of the By-Laws, which require specific numbers of representatives of both the Methodist and Presbyterian denominations to serve on the Church Council and Board of Trustees.  She explained the difficulty experienced by the Nominating Committee over recent years to recruit the needed ratio of representatives to be nominated for the two bodies.  Robin stated that the Nominating Committee had recommended a change in these provisions that would eliminate the numerical requirements and would require only representation of each denomination on the two bodies.  In its last meeting, the Council voted to recommend to the Congregation that this change be approved.  The language of the current By-Laws and the proposed change in this language was included in the program presented to each congregational member at the annual meeting and is as follows:
The current bylaws read as follows:
V

Board of Trustees

…the Board of Trustees shall always be so constituted that there are at least two United Methodist members and two Presbyterian members in any one year.  The Trustees elected at the annual meeting each year shall be United Methodist or Presbyterian according to the need for a representative from either denomination to meet the minimum for that particular year….”
VI

Church Council

…membership of the Council shall at all times be so constituted that there shall be at least four United Methodist members and at least four Presbyterian members…

The proposed bylaws would read:

V

Board of Trustees 

…The Board of Trustees shall at all times consist of both United Methodists and Presbyterians.

VI
Church Council

…The Church Council shall at all times consist of both United Methodists and Presbyterians.

After discussion by the congregation, including a request for disclosure of the denominational relationship of the proposed officers to be voted on,

Nancy Egbert moved and Cathy Roberts seconded that the By-Laws be amended as presented.  The motion passed.

No nominations were made from the floor.

A motion was made by Sue Prock and seconded by Sally Long Johns that the nominees as presented be elected to office.  Motion passed.
Installation of Officers—Andrew asked all newly elected officers to come to the front of the room.  Andrew led a service of installation for these officers.

Special Music—the children’s choirs Kids of the Kingdom and God’s Promises sang for the congregation.
Presentation of Budget—Wendy called upon Nancy Egbert to present an overview of the 2010 Budget that had been approved by the Council.  The Budget is balanced and special (restricted) accounts are in place including a major maintenance reserve and the account formally known as the Price Fund; other reserve funds are also available.  The Council had approved a 3% raise for all staff.
Pastor’s Terms of Call—Wendy requested a motion from the congregation to approve the Pastor’s Terms of Call.  JoAn LePere moved and Carl Hagen seconded that the terms of call the Pastor be approved.  Motion Passed
Wendy then asked that this same motion be acted on by the Presbyterian members of the congregation.  This motion was approved.
Closing Prayer—Wendy called on Pastor Bob Olmstead to lead the closing prayer.  In introducing this prayer Pastor Bob recognized Vivian Carpender as a representative of the Juvenile Service Council for her work to support (and love) troubled teens and noted that this is typical of the work of so many people in the Church.  The meeting was closed with prayer at 12:15 PM.
