Christian Coffee House

We will host a Coffee House session this coming Sunday’ the 12th, featuring Andrew and an “ask any question” format.  Sharon will set-up the room and make an announcement at first service.  
New Testament Class

The New Testament class will start on Sept. 12th in the Historic Church. The classes will be held from 9:45 until 10:45 AM and continue during the subsequent Sundays.  Carol and Susan are prepared to lead these classes.  The work and dedication to this very large effort are so very much appreciated.

Special guest Speaker
Carol reported that Shirley Edwards is facilitating a luncheon speaker event featuring Rev. Tom Renacci.  This event is scheduled for December 18.
Andrew’s Chat Room

Susan reported that obtaining access to the Church’s web site to allow modifications to create a link to a chat-room has again delayed the project.  Alternative avenues to gain access and establish the chat room were discussed. 
Youth Program

Patty Case was unable to attend the meeting and asked Don to report.  Don noted that participation in youth group as the new school year has started has remained strong.  Twelve senior high youth were in the last meeting as were 5 junior high.  It was noted that at previous meetings as many as 12 junior high participated.  Confirmation classes will commence in October.  Fifteen youth are signed up for these classes.  The significant number of youth at the annual church retreat was noted and the roll of these youth appreciated.  Next Sunday worship will involve testimonials from the youth regarding SSP.
All Church Retreat
Sharon reported that the all church retreat was a wonderful experience with about 90 participants.  She will call a “debriefing” meeting soon to evaluate the event and discuss ways to improve on the next retreat.  Bob Olmstead has again agreed to be registrar.  Leadership to develop and present the retreat as well as the recruitment of the spiritual leader was discussed and will be further discussed at the debriefing meeting.  The need for additional funds for future retreats was noted.  This year all available funds were used. The Team discussed the need for additional fund raising efforts and a request of the Council for additional funds.  The possibility of youth sharing with the Council their perspective on the retreat was discussed.

 Children and Families Programs

Jodie reported that she has recruited adult leaders for the three, four and five and the junior high “pull-out groups.”  Jodie expressed thanks for the work of the Holy Spirit and the willingness of capable adult in providing this leadership.  The Team discussed approaches to making Tuesday evenings more interesting and educational for parents, including a possible guest speaker and presentation of the material from a New Testament class .
